|ﬁects for further rehabilitation of the hospi-
talLls heating system to modern standards. The
project was implemented on a cost share
basis between USAID and the Medical Center,

each con-
tributing 50%
of the total
project cost.

+ Installation of four high efficiency double
circuit gas - fired boilers with the total capaci-
ty of 140 kW intended for space and water
heating

¢ Construction of low pressure gas line;

+ Renovation of the internal heating system,
including radiators which were equipped with
regulative vales for controlling inside tempera-
ture.

This project falls under the category of social-
ly-oriented activities initiated by CEEP to sup-
port educational, medical and other socially
important institutions with limited financial
resources.
Another
objective is
to induce
other insti- |
tutions of B
this kind to
raise funds
for the [~
implemen-
tation of
energy effi-
ciency improvements with their own
resources. The project implemented at the
Maternity Hospital would earn annual cost
savings equivalent to more than 3 min.
Armenian drams due to fuel switching from
electricity to natural gas. The energy saved at
source would be approximately 640 MWh.
The new system will allow to substantially
reducing energy expenses vis-a-vis the bill to
be paid for the same level of heating with elec-
tricity and at the same time will improve com-
fort conditions of the hospital.
