Because of the high cost of electricity, corri-
dors and most of the rooms were not prop-
erly heated which negatively influenced chil-
drenlls health and resulted in low attendance
level during cold period.

As a result of this project following activities
were accomplished:

+ Construction of a boiler house equipped
with high efficient boilers (4*28 kW), circula-
tion pumps and all other necessary equip-
ment;

. Construction of the gas line from the
main line to the boiler house;

¢+ The entire external and internal heating
network was renovated, and regulating
valves were mounted on radiators for occu-
pants to control the room temperature.
