used only in class-rooms which resulted in
uneven heat distribution and poor comfort
conditions for occupants. As a result, the
number of students used to decrease sig-
nificantly during winter months.

Energy Efficiency Program. USAID con-
tributed 49% of the project budget, while
the remaining part was cost-shared by the
school administration. More specifically,
following activities were accomplished:

+ Installation of eight locally manufactured
gas-fired boilers with the total capacity of
280 kW.

+ Renovation of internal heating system
and installation of regulative vales of ra-
diators.

saving potential was estimated to 611
MWh. Calculations also showed that the
school's money savings due to fuel switch-
ing from electricity to natural gas will be
about 12000 US dollars annually.
