The Social Assistance Center pro-
vides support to children from vulner-
able families both socially and finan-
cially. It also serves as an orphanage
for children. There are 41 children, 28
of whom live in the center permanent-
ly. There are 13 children from poor
families which visit the Center but
don’t live there. The Center organizes
different courses and classes: foreign
languages (English, French and
ltalian), computer classes, etc. The
services of the center are free of
charge.

Solar collectors mounted in the Center
for Social Assistance

There is a Cultural and Sports Hall on
the territory of the Center where diffe-
rent sports and public events are
organized. Part of the building has
been reconstructed to serve as a
boiler house. Combined gas and solar
system will supply both heat and hot
water to the Cultural and Sports Hall
as well as to the orphanage. Solar
collectors heat the water supplied
through the boiler house to a certain
degree thus reducing gas consump-
tion. Annual money savings from both
the solar water and gas heating
system will make approximately
7.5 min. AMD.
